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Padbury Statement of Intent for MfL (French) 
Vision: 
At Padbury CE School our vision is for children to shine in all they do to be the best that they can be and to foster a love of learning where pupils' curiosity is encouraged enabling them to confidently explore and discover the world around them. In our ever-changing world, pupils need to have the awareness of different languages and cultures and the curiosity to find out more in a respectful manner. Through our active, engaging and purposeful curriculum, we inspire and excite our children and foster a thirst for this knowledge. We believe that these opportunities will ensure that our children are confident, life-long learners who will explore the language of French and be positively curious about other languages.  
French teaching is good at Padbury CE School when children: 
· develop an interest in learning other languages. 
· are introduced to another language in a way that is enjoyable and stimulating. 
· develop confidence to explore their creative skills through the exploration of another language. 
· have their curiosity about language stimulated. 
· develop their awareness of cultural differences in other countries. 
· develop listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in French. 
· can lay the foundations for future language learning. 
Intent 
Our French scheme of Work is a carefully planned sequence of lessons which ensures a progressive coverage of the skills required by the national curriculum. Themes across the year groups build on prior knowledge from previous years- examples of the themes covered are This is me, School days and This is me which provide an introduction to the culture of French-speaking countries and communities. It aims to foster children’s curiosity and help deepen their understanding of the world. We follow a progressive framework set out by the Kapow scheme of learning which enables children to express their ideas and thoughts in French and provides opportunities to interact and communicate with others both in speech and in writing. At the heart of our curriculum is the desire to expose children to authentic French, so the scheme of work selected offers regular opportunities to listen to native speakers. 
In Lower KS2, children acquire basic skills and understanding of French with a strong emphasis placed on developing their Speaking and Listening skills. These will be embedded and further developed in Upper KS2, alongside Reading and Writing, gradually progressing onto more complex language concepts and greater learner autonomy. 
Through our scheme, we intend to inspire pupils to develop a love of languages and to expand their horizons to other countries, cultures and people. We aim to help children grow into curious, confident and reflective language learners and to provide them with a foundation that will equip them for further language studies. 
The National Curriculum for languages aims to ensure that all pupils: 
1. understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources 
2. speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation 
3. can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt 
4. discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied. 
Implementation  
Children have weekly lessons in French throughout Key Stage 2 using the Kapow Scheme of learning in addition to other resources.  This allows for a development of skills and knowledge to be taught and revisited year on year in a sequential manner utilising and building upon prior learning. The sessions offer insights into the culture of French-speaking countries and communities. The introduction and revision of key vocabulary and grammatical structures is built into each lesson.  
 
Where possible, local French speaking members of the community visit the school to engage in conversation with children so that they can put their learning ‘to the test’ with fluent French speakers.  The skills learned also build towards the UKS2 children holding a French breakfast for their parents and members of the school community where they can utilise their language acquisition and have a clear purpose for their learning.   
 
In line with the National Curriculum for MFL, pupils at Padbury Church of England School are taught to: 
1. listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding 
2. explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words 
3. engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help 
4. speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures 
5. develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases 
6. present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences 
7. read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing 
8. appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language 
9. broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary 
10. write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly 11. describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing 
12. understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English. 
 Impact  
We measure the impact of our curriculum through the following methods: 
· Observing children speaking and listening in another language. 
· Marking of written work 
· Images and videos of children completing speaking and listening activities 
· Interviewing the pupils about their learning (pupil voice). 
· Annual reporting of standards across the curriculum to parents 
· Learning walks • 	
Subject tracking. 
The MFL subject leader will continually monitor the impact MFL teaching is having on the children’s learning, through work scrutinies, to ensure the progress of knowledge and skills is being taught.  They will also ensure the knowledge taught is retained by the children and continually revisited and that the learners are able to apply the skills they have been taught to a variety of different settings, showing independence with their learning. Impact will also be measured through key questioning skills built into lessons, child-led assessment such as success criteria grids and summative assessments aimed at targeting next steps in learning. 
Progression in French 
In the early years, children will have had exposure to a range of new vocabulary linked to all areas of their learning and will have had opportunities to develop their communication and language skills through all they do. These experiences are likely to have included: 
· listening in a range of situations and responding with relevant comments, questions or actions 
· following instructions 
· expressing themselves effectively 
· use past, present and future forms accurately when speaking 
· develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events. 

Progression documents can be viewed at school as units are planned over a two year rolling programme building on skills year on year.

Begin to use the context to work out unfamiliar words 
Writing 
Write a 4 or 5 sentences about a subject 
 
Safeguarding

Appropriate filters and monitoring systems are in place to protect learners from potentially harmful online material. 
Special Educational Needs and Equality 
Lesson plans are to be differentiated to ensure equality of access to all children. · providing additional support materials (e.g. visual aids such as photographs, Makaton symbols, concept boards) 
· providing alternative resources e.g. switch technology which is easy to manipulate, use of alternative materials for pupils with sight or hearing difficulties.

Wider impact of the French Education 
Language and communication 
Children develop language skills by: 
· exploring ideas about the starting points for their work; 
· asking and answering questions about the subject including recording these orally and in writing; 
· finding out about French culture, traditions, language from extracting information from sources such as reference books, CD-ROMs, e-mails and the internet; 
· discussing and comparing their own and others' work and explaining their own views. 
Values and attitudes 
Children have opportunities in art and design to: 
· consider their own attitudes and values in relation to images and artefacts and learn to challenge assumptions, stereotypes and prejudice in visual and other forms; 
· develop respect for their own and others' work and learn how to offer and receive constructive feedback and praise; 
· work with others, listening to and respecting each other's ideas and learning to value different strengths and interests within the group; 
· develop a respect for the materials and resources that they use in their work and learn to evaluate critically their own and others' use of these. 
 
Spiritual, Moral, Social &Cultural (SMSC) Development in French 
By choosing French as our Modern Foreign Language, this allows us to explore the culture and social aspects of both our own British values as well as those of other countries. By exploring the spiritual, moral, social and cultural aspects of other countries, we are able to reflect upon our own national idiosyncrasies and core British values.  
Spiritual Development  
Children are given the opportunity to reflect upon and share their own beliefs, comparing them to those of a variety of French children. It is an opportunity to see that Both Britain and France are multidenominational. Later on, children compare the influences each country has had on other countries where both language and spirituality have been shared. Students are able to share their festivals associated with their religion and explore the French equivalents, looking at similarities and differences.  
 
Moral Development  
Children are able to tackle topics and ask questions involving moral issues. We look at the role of the family and discuss who is important to us and why. Children are given a strong sense of self and are able to express opinions and preferences.  
 
Social development  
Making sure children acquire social skills in order to interact with different people is integral in our taught French at Padbury CE School. All children focus on interacting and conversational French is a great time to really concentrate on interpersonal skills. Being able to use verbal and nonverbal means of communication really strengthens our children’s interactive capabilities, which are essential skills when considering social development.  
 
Cultural Development  
French offers an excellent opportunity to learn about another culture, while reflecting on our own British culture. As children compare homes, festivities and other cultural events, it is essential that they are able to draw from their own experiences to fully engage. Direct comparisons serve to heighten their awareness of their own culture and develop a sense of pride and national identity. It is also a good opportunity to reflect upon our own cultural diversity. 
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
