Dear Parents,

I'm looking forward to giving more as we move through the term. 

There are lots of things going on in this short half term and the key ones are listed below for your information.

Parent Consultation Evenings for Maple Class
We are looking forward to seeing you at Parents Evening next week on either Tuesday 3rd March or Thursday 5th March appointments are now available to book through MCAS.

World Book Day -Next week- 5th March
Next Thursday is World Book Day. Children can come to school dressed in any book character if they wish or this year, if they would like to, they can come to school in the pyjamas and bring with them their favourite bedtime story/book they would like to share with others. The children do not need to bring in any money, and they will all come home with Book Vouchers from the World Book day Charity. During the day, the children will take part in book themed activities and the adults will be reading different books to children to inspire as well as enjoy listening to different people reading aloud. 

Mother's/Carers Day -13th March – Maple & Beech class
Mothers/Carers are all invited to a Mother's/Carers Day celebration on Friday 13th March. Please come to school for 2:00pm and the children will join you all in the hall for some songs and some words and pictures about how amazing you all are and what amazing jobs you are all doing. This year Father Quentin will be leading a whole school collective worship at the church at 9:15am on Tuesday 17th March. All parents are welcome to attend, and this will be in place of celebration assembly that week. 

Forest School
We are hoping to have year 2 children start Forest School this half term. It will start next Thursday 5th March which is World Book Day...! The following weeks, the children will be able to wear forest school clothes all day to save the need for changing.  The yr2 children will be going to start preparing the allotment for planting and using the top of the allotment ground for the forest school sessions. Mrs Grace will be in touch with her volunteers to organise helpers. We will need 2 volunteers per week if possible.

We have trialled this with a few parents who have given very positive feedback.  We are very aware that when we call you, you may be working and are often unable to answer the phone immediately and then are worried when the school is showing as a missed number.  Therefore, this new system should be very helpful.  We will of course call you if your child needs collecting or need to talk to you about anything.  If you receive an email.
