Behaviour at school
This week I have reminded the children of our school values and what we are all about at Padbury CE School. For me, living our values is the most important thing we can do to enable children to continue to thrive and grow beyond our primary school. It is all very well being able to read, write and do maths well but if we can't be kind, show respect and self-control then life beyond Padbury will be much harder. We are having a real push on this at school as I feel some have lost the importance of this. After half term we will be giving out values certificates to highlight where we are seeing those values lived out in a positive sense, but we will also be saying to children that if they are not following the Padbury values there will be consequences. This will involve lost playtimes/lunchtimes for children who persistently are not showing those values. 
We need your help as parents to support us in instilling these values into the children. Please can you talk to them about the values and why they are important in life, not just in school.  For your reference our values are Love and Kindness (the most important one), respect, courage, self-control and trust. Our vision of shining our lights to be the best that you can be can only happen if these values are being shown.

Are you noticing your child feeling more worried, overwhelmed or withdrawn lately, or finding friendships, confidence or school routines harder than usual? I’m pleased to share that Origami Wings CIC is now open for applications for subsidised therapy sessions, with places supported by the National Lottery funding we’ve received. Families can choose what they’re able to contribute per session, and we will cover the remainder from the National Lottery funding, so that cost is not a barrier to getting help at the right time. We offer support including play therapy, EMDR, parent–child/infant–parent psychotherapy, and parenting support, and therapy is typically offered in blocks of 15 sessions (with additional sessions added where needed).
We keep the process simple and respectful: you tell us what support is needed by filling our form on our website, and we’ll be in touch to discuss next steps.
