Parent Consultation Evenings
Parents Evening will be available to book through MCAS.  Bookings will go live on MCAS (My Child at school) on Friday 30th January.  Bookings are advised early to ensure that you get the time slots you require.
The dates for the meetings are Wednesday 11th February 3:30pm - 7pm and Thursday 12th February, 3:30 - 5:30pm.

Young Voices – KS2
Not long to go now and we have some very excited children and adults, please see below some further information.

Parent Tickets -Young Voices
If you have purchased tickets to watch the concert, you should have received an email yesterday saying that tickets have been transferred to you. If you came last year, you should open up the AXS app and your tickets will be there. If you haven't been previously, you should follow the instructions in the email, download the AXS app and create an account. You will then be able to complete the transfer. If you haven't received an email, please check your junk folder as it may have gone there.

Medication- Young Voices
School staff will bring any medication that we hold in school.  Children who require medication will be with a trained member of staff.
If your child requires medication that we are not yet aware of, please bring it to Donna in the office on Monday 26th January where you can complete a form to allow us to administer it.  If you have any questions regarding this, please do not hesitate to call the office beforehand.  Please note that this includes travel sickness pills.  

Rucksack- Young Voices
Children can bring a small rucksack containing their packed lunch and tea.  Please do not send any glass bottles or cans to drink as these are not allowed into the venue.

What to wear- Young Voices
If you have ordered a Young Voices T shirt, they will be coming home with the children on Friday.  On Tuesday 27th the children are to come to school wearing their Young Voices/plain white T-shirt and school trousers/skirt.  They can also wear a hoodie/jumper of their choice.  This will be removed for the concert.  They will also need a coat as we will be walking from the coach to the arena.

Food-Young Voices
We are hoping to eat our lunch when we arrive, as this will be later than our normal lunchtime, we will therefore encourage the children to have a snack out of their lunch at around 11am before we leave.  Please remember no messy foods in case we have to eat on the coach and remember 2 x packed lunches (lunch and tea).  If you have ordered a Fresh Start packed lunch, please remember this does not include a drink.

Games for the coach -Young Voices
The children can bring a pack of cards eg. Top Trumps to play on the coach if they wish to.  Please DO NOT send any electronic items.

Support for your child - message from Burju Muselwhite 
Are you noticing your child feeling more worried, overwhelmed or withdrawn lately, or finding friendships, confidence or school routines harder than usual? I’m pleased to share that Origami Wings CIC is now open for applications for subsidised therapy sessions, with places supported by the National Lottery funding we’ve received. Families can choose what they’re able to contribute per session, and we will cover the remainder from the National Lottery funding, so that cost is not a barrier to getting help at the right time. We offer support including play therapy, EMDR, parent–child/infant–parent psychotherapy, and parenting support, and therapy is typically offered in blocks of 15 sessions (with additional sessions added where needed).

We keep the process simple and respectful: you tell us what support is needed by filling our form on our website, and we’ll be in touch to discuss next steps.
